The President must be and must remain during their term of office a financial club member of one of the member clubs and of the Respective a member of the State or Territory Controlling Body for the in which they reside, but shall not be a club delegate.   He/she shall be formally appointed for a term of two years, by the National Golden Retriever Council delegates at an Annual General Meeting from the nominations received in accordance with By-law No 3 .

The Secretary must be and must remain during their term of office a financial club member of one of the member clubs and of the Respective a member of the State or Territory Controlling Body for the in which they reside, but shall not be a club delegate.   He/she shall be formally appointed for a term of two years, by the National Golden Retriever Council delegates at an Annual General Meeting from the nominations received..

 

 

RATIONALE 
In 2002 the National Golden Retriever Council requested the ANKC to allow the President and/or Secretary of a National Breed Council to reside and be a member of a State or Territory Controlling Body, which does not have Breed Club affiliated with the National Breed Council.

 

The ANKC amended their Regulation to cater for this request and suggested each National Breed Council amended their constitution accordingly, unfortunately the National Golden Retriever Council have failed to amend their Constitution.

 

At the National Golden Retriever Council AGM held on the 19 February 2009 it was unanimously resolved to proceed with the proposed amendment to the Constitution.

A brief discussion took please on the topic of the hereditary diseases sub committee and it was recommended the Secretary send a letter to Mrs Ruth Thompson thanking her and officially offering her the position as Chairperson of the Sub-committee. It was also suggested that Ruth as Chair may invite those she feels would be an asset to the committee which will then to ratified by the NGRC.

Sandra Patterson explained that the recommendation of suggested changes to the Breed Standard sent out recently were only suggestions and if some or all are passed by each State these could then go the The National Golden Retriever Council in the UK for their consideration.

The Secretary checked with State delegates regarding the letter to be sent to the ANKC and the AVA in relation to individuals speaking to the media on the NGRC’s behalf It was recommended that a Motion be added to the AGM Agenda which states “that individuals should not speak on behalf of the NGRC, and the NGRC should always be the first point of contact when dealing with publicity issues
